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Gaza and the Conscience of the World:
A Question for Humanity When the Meaning of Being Human Is Lost

Gaza is no longer just a passing story across continents in news bulletins, but has become the story of
a people living through the harshest tragedy in human history. Itis a curse that will haunt all the world’s
politicians, everyone who remains silent in the face of truth, and everyone who participates in genocide
and daily massacres.

The events in Gaza have shown that the world’s conscience is selective—loud when the powerful
suffer, silent when the weak bleed, quick to act in the affairs of the mighty, hesitant and complicit in the
cases of the oppressed. All politicians are complicit in killing and starving; thinkers are complicit
through their silence; media people through distortion and falsification; and people through their
silence and deep sleep... All have become participants in the genocide...

Talking about Gaza should not be limited to when bombs fall. Oppression is not seasonal, and
suffering is not momentary—it is structural, systematic, and long-term. It began with the cursed
Balfour Declaration in 1917. Today, we are only witnessing its harshest manifestations, where the
economic and living blockades have paralyzed all aspects of life, turning the restrictions imposed on
Gaza and its land into an open-air prison. Generations have grown up knowing nothing but war, rogue
occupation, and consecutive deprivation. In such a world, silence is not neutrality, but complicity; itis a
crime. He who remains silent in the face of truth is a mute devil.

Gaza is no longer just a place of pain; it is also a land of resistance, creativity, and courage. In every
destroyed home, there is a child who still dares to dream and defies, with strange patience, the tyranny

of Samson. In every overcrowded and destroyed hospital, there is a doctor fighting not only disease but

also despair. In every classroom illuminated by candlelight, there is a teacher who refuses to surrender
to hopelessness. Gaza resists not only with stones and slogans but with a stubborn life—unyielding
and dignified despite the blood, the hunger, and the injustice.

The first act we must do is lift the unjust blockade and support reconciliation and
reconstruction efforts—not under conditions that serve political agendas, but in loyalty to our
commitment to human dignity.

What about us, the people who have no political decision-making power? | mean the students,
workers, artists, teachers, professors, and doctors? Our voices matter—they are like bullets, but bullets
that carry no mark of crime, only marks of solidarity. Every protest, every post, every petition is a
building block in the womb of global conscience. It may seem simple, but history has proven that
collective voices can move mountains and bring politicians to their knees. For example, the anti-
apartheid movement in South Africa and civil rights movements around the world did not win
overnight, but they triumphed because people refused to remain silent.

Let us reject silence. Let us write, sing for Gaza, cry, march in the streets, support convoys—the
important thing is that we move...

Let us spread the truth as it s, tell the stories of patience, and honor the dead—not just with words,
but with actions. Let us support journalists who risk their lives to cover events from the frontlines. Let
us donate money, protest with our pens and stands, write, speak, and above all, listen to the truth.
Listen to the people of Gaza—not as passive victims and numbers, but as patient, resistant, and hungry
fighters...

Let Gaza enter your hearts, your thoughts, and most importantly, your actions. The conscience of the
world is still asleep, and justice is still missing...
