It is with great pleasure that the editorial board presents a new issue of Afkar
wa Affak, a peer-reviewed academic journal published by the University of
Algiers 2- Abou El Kacem Saadallah. Throughout its development, the
journal has remained committed to advancing scientific research,
interdisciplinarity, and academic exchange at both national and international
levels.

This second issue of Volume 13 includes seventeen articles written in
Arabic, English, French, and German, covering a broad range of fields such
as literature, cultural studies, sociology, anthropology, environmental

studies, digital media, and foreign language pedagogy.

In the Arabic-language section, the first study adopts a pragmatic perspective
to explore the implicit dimensions contained in the dialogic exchanges of a
contemporary Arabic novel. The second article uses tools from modern
cultural criticism to uncover deep cultural structures embedded within a
recent Arab novel. The third study examines the digital challenges currently

facing Algerian families.

In the English-language section, the first study in English traces the historical
processes underlying the construction of an African kingdom, focusing on
the challenges related to territory and boundaries, including its
establishment phases, border demarcation, and governance system. The
second article offers a comparative literary analysis that investigates the
existential crises experienced by characters in two major twentieth-century
novels, revealing how racial and colonial structures shape fragmented
identities and moral disorientation. The third article revisits an early
American novel through the lens of impressionistic aesthetics. The next
article explores low-effort behaviour among university EFL learners in
Algeria by identifying psychological, academic, and institutional factors that
hinder engagement. Another study synthesises research on formative
feedback in the EFL classroom, and highlights the importance of feedback
literacy in improving learning outcomes. A further review examines how
exposure to diverse cultures shapes the identity of EFL learners. The final
article investigates Algerian supervisors’ attitudes toward hedging in
Master’s dissertations, revealing both their awareness of its academic value

and the need for clearer training in its conventions.
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In the French-language section, the first study analyses the narrative and
stylistic devices used to represent ecological crisis in a contemporary novel.
The second study focuses on the implementation of environmental
education in Algeria, by comparing national realities with international
frameworks. The third article examines media discourse surrounding a
recent global climate conference, through a critical reading of press
materials.

In the German-language section, the first study evaluates the use of authentic
podcasts in teaching German as a foreign language within a flipped-
classroom environment. The second article investigates the use of artificial
intelligence as a writing support tool in German—language instruction. The
third article analyses the phenomenon of mixing German and English in
contemporary communication. The final article in this section adopts an
applied perspective by linking intercultural communication to pedagogy,
underlining the importance of cultivating empathy, ethical awareness, and
reflective skills for managing cultural diversity effectively.

In conclusion, this issue of Afkar wa Affak reflects the journal’s commitment
to multilingualism, scientific quality, and interdisciplinary diversity. We
extend our sincere gratitude to all authors, reviewers, and members of the
editorial board whose continuous efforts have made this publication
possible. We hope this issue will enrich academic debate and inspire further
research across the various fields it represents.
