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AL-Lisaniyyat, a peer-reviewed journal published by the Scientific and Technical
Research Centre for Arabic Language Development, aims to promote the Arabic
language by accepting serious and original scientific research that addresses
current linguistic issues in the field of applied and computational linguistics,
especially those related to the study of the Arabic language. The second issue of
the 30th volume includes 17 articles in Arabic, French and English, written by
national and international researchers. Some of the articles in this issue, written
in Arabic, address the issue of teaching Arabic in the Algerian educational system,
with the aim of finding appropriate solutions to streamline the educational
process. They also address the teaching of Arabic to non-native speakers, as well
as analytical field studies in the fields of cognitive science and speech therapy. As
for the works in French and English, some of them are related to the medical field,
especially dentistry, and others to language and artificial intelligence techniques
applied to natural language processing. . Among the studies included in the issue
we find:

— ‘The impact of listening on the motivation to learn Arabic language for non-
native speakers.” The field study, conducted through questionnaires
distributed to students who speak other languages, aims to reveal the impact
of listening skills on learning the Arabic language using a descriptive-
analytical approach.

— ‘Analysing a case note of a case with TSL disorders’ where the researcher
performed a differential diagnosis applied to a 9-year-old case using the
Chevrie-Muller language test. The results showed that the case had
difficulties at all language levels.

— ‘Dysarthria severity detection using Recurrent and Convolutional Neural
Networks’. The diagnosis and monitoring of dysarthria depend on a precise
evaluation of its severity. Authors built an automated systems that aim to
identify and categorize dysarthric speech based on neural networks (RNN
and CNN models). The experiment was conducted using Mel Frequency
Cepstral Coefficients (MFCC), Spectrograms, voice quality, prosodic
parameters and so.

— ‘The place of phonation in the realization of dental prosthesis in totally
edentulous patient’. The research focuses on the importance of designing
and adapting dental prostheses in toothless patients, highlighting the



techniques and principles that must be followed in taking into account the
speech process.

Finally, we hope that through the articles and fields included in the issue,
researchers and students will find a sample of the diversity of original scientific
research and disciplines interested in communication and language, especially the
Arabic language, to motivate them to build knowledge bridges that motivate them
to joint and interdisciplinary scientific work.
